June 16th 2007 – Epping Forest.  Joint meeting with the East Anglia BPS Regional Group.

We will be joined by the East Anglia BPS regional group for this meeting. Epping Forest is an extraordinary relic of mediaeval England, incredibly well preserved in spite of its proximity to London, and still maintaining its ancient systems of usage. Howard Matthews has an extensive knowledge of North London’s fern habitats, and will be leading this meeting, together with our very knowledgeable botanist, Tim Pyner.

Saturday September 22nd 2007 – Powdermill Wood and Crowhurst Nature Reserve, Battle, East Sussex.

The group visited Powdermill Wood some years ago, and found a rich fern flora, including some very interesting and large Dryopteris carthusiana (with almost certainly the hybrid D. x deweveri). The Conservation Trust (John Hicks is a member and a warden of Powdermill Wood) has eradicated Rhododendron ponticum and it will be interesting to see how the site has changed. After lunch we will visit Crowhurst Nature Reserve, a former quarry, and then to John’s wildlife garden and fernery for tea.
