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INVITATION

You are cordially invited to attend the IGCP-473 symposium and field excursion, to be held in the Altay (Altai) and western Tianshan of northern Xinjiang, China.

The program will include a workshop focused on scientific discussions of the metallogeny and regional geology of this part of Central Asia, and field excursions to a variety of important ore deposits and key geological outcrops within this region of exceptional natural beauty.

The workshop will include specific sessions on

(1) the tectonic evolution of Xinjiang within the greater geologic framework of Central Asia, 

(2) pre-accretionary mineral deposits, and 

(3) syn- to post-accretionary mineral deposits. 

The diverse metallogeny will allow visits to important orogenic gold, epithermal gold, Cu-Zn-Au VHMS, and granitoid-related rare metal and mafic-ultramafic Cu-Ni-PGE deposits that formed within this complex accretionary orogen. The workshop and field trip include 2 days of sessions in Urumqi, the capital of the Xinjiang Uigur Autonomous Region, and 11 days of post-symposium field excursions.

The Symposium will be held in the Tunhe Hotel ****, 52 Changjiang Road, Urumqi City, close to the Xinjiang Bureau of Geology, Mineral Resources, Exploration and Development.

The August 2003 field excursion in northern Xinjiang will give participants the opportunity to develop a better general understanding of the Paleozoic geology of this part of Central Asia and the relationship of its geology to the distribution of some of the most important recently discovered mineral deposits.  This excursion will include visits to a series of different syngenetic and epigenetic deposit types and related geological features.  These include the Kalatongke Cu-Ni-PGE deposit associated with mafic-ultramafic intrusive complexes emplaced along deep faults, the world famous Keketuohai No. 3 pegmatite (Li-Be-Nb-Ta-Cs-Zr-rich bodies with gem quality tourmaline and aquamarine), Keketale Pb-Zn deposit, Mengku Fe skarn, Altay granite-hosted rare metal deposits, Ashele VHMS Cu-Zn deposit, and Dulanasayi and Saidu orogenic gold deposits. These deposits are mainly located along the southern margin of the Altay Mountains and are relatively easily accessible by motorized vehicles. The Arxi and Yilmend epithermal gold deposit is the site of the largest active gold mine in western China, located in the western Tianshan Mountains, to the south of the Altaids and across an extensional basin between the two ranges. The field trip will focus on the Hercynian deposits and their geological setting, observing their field features and relating their genesis to the Hercynian orogenic processes, which is typical of much of Central Asia. However, Pre-Cambrian metamorphic terranes and post-Hercynian rocks and ore deposits will also be examined along the trip route.

ACCESS

Urumqi (“beautiful pasture” in Mongolian language), the capital city of the Xinjiang Uigur Autonomous Region, is located in northwestern China, Central Asia. Although Urumqi is far from Beijing, it is easily accessible from the Beijing International Airport via numerous regularly scheduled direct 4-hour flights on modern airplanes. One also can fly to Urumqi from or via Moscow, St Petersburg, Ekaterinburg, Novosibirsk, Almaty, Bishkek, and Hongkong by Xinjiang Airline. 

Because the Xinjiang Airline does not connect with other airline networks, the Organizing Committee offers assistance to buy in case of need for you the Beijing-Urumqi airtickets, The return airfare totals at ca. 350 US$ and you are requested to pay these 350.- USD together with the registration fee to the bank or to authorize credit card charge on that amount. In case of cheaper airfares than collected, any overcharges will be returned during the symposium.

CLIMATE
Climate in the middle of August can be somewhat warm, with daytime temperatures possibly exceeding 30oC. However, it is usually quite a bit cooler and more comfortable in the Altaids and other field areas that will be visited. 

ARRIVALS

Registered participants will be met at Urumqi airport. Everyone who needs special assistance upon arrival in Urumqi should contact the organizers well in advance and inform them of their arrival time. Visa support (invitation letter) will be provided to those registered in responding to the Second Circular and after receipt of fees.

ACCOMMODATION

Accommodation during the symposium has been arranged in the conference venue, the Tunhe Hotel****, 25 Changjiang Road, Urumqi. The standard room fee is about 30-40 USD/day. Hotel rooms can be booked in advance via request to the organizers, but also on-site upon arrival to the symposium. Accommodation during the field trip is included within the excursion fee (full board). 

PUBLICATIONS

Two books are under preparation to be published for the symposium: 

“Tectonic Evolution and Metallogeny of the Chinese Altay and Tianshan” is a reference guidebook for the field excursion based on invited papers.

The conference proceedings “Mineral Resources of the Altay and Tianshan: New Base for Sustainable Development of West China in the New Century” comprise all extended abstracts after the review process. The format of submitted extended abstracts must follow the instructions to authors of MINERALIUM DEPOSITA.
