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His Excellency Mr Dalrain DAVAASUMBUU :  Since October 2001 Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Mongolia to the Court of St James. 

Mr Davaasumbuu was born in 1951 in Zavkhan Aimag in Mongolia. From 1969 to 1973 he attended the School of Finance and Economy in Ulaanbaatar and went on to study at the Institute of International Relations in Moscow from 1974 to 1979. He has pursued a career in international economics. From 1973 to 1990 he served successively as economist officer, senior economist and eventually Departmental Director in the Ministry of Finance. From 1990-1995 he was appointed Deputy Minister and then Minister for Finance. From 1995-1999 he served as Counsellor at the Embassy of Mongolia in Beijing. From 1999-2000 he was a Deputy Director at the Ministry of External Relations in Ulaanbaatar and from 2000 to 2001 he was Counsellor in the Department of Neighbouring Countries at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. In October 2001 he was appointed Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary to the Court of St James where he continues to serve. Mr Davaasumbuu is married and has a daughter. He speaks English and Russian in addition to Mongolian.
