Short biography of Miroslav Stemprok
Born in 1933 in Uzhorod (former Czechoslovakia). Graduated in 1955 at the Charles University with PhD equivalent degree in 1962. From 1955 to 1994 he worked with the Czech Geological Survey, Prague in charge of several programs of tin exploration in the Bohemian Massif. In 1965 worked as Visiting Research Associate at the Pennsylvania State University, and in 1966 as Fellow in the Geophysical Laboratory of the Carnegie Institution in Washington D.C., USA. He participated in various geological missions in Vietnam, Morocco and as consultant of economic geology in Australia, South Africa , Canada and China. He served as expert of Intergeo (former State Enterprise for Geological Research and Mining in Foreign Countries) in Mongolia in several short missions namely in 1982 and 1985 with expertise on the deposit of Baga Gazryn and Bain Mod. In the late eighties he studied albite keratophyres (ongonites) from Ongon Khairkhan in Mongolia. In 1993 he was appointed Professor and served from 1994 to 1998 as Director of the Geological Laboratories at the Faculty of Science, Charles University Prague. In 1998 he retired and is now Emeritus Professor in the Institute of Petrology and Structural Geology, Faculty of Science, Charles University in Prague.
