Brief CV of Gunchin  Dejidmaa 

Dr. Gunchin Dejidmaa graduated in 1972 from the Mongolian National University with an MSc degree in Geology. In 1986 she obtained her PhD degree at the Novosibirsk Institute of Geology and Geophysics, Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, with theses on the “Geochemistry of the Boroo Gold Deposit in Mongolia". From 1972 to 1996 she worked as senior researcher at the Institute of Geology and Mineral Resources, Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia. From 1997 to 1998 she was senior geologist of the Monrud Co. Ltd., Mongolia. Since 1998 she is senior geologist at the Geological Information Center, Mineral Resources Authority of Mongolia.

Her expertise as Economic Geologist catalyzed her involvement in a number of international and domestic projects and resulted in the publication of 22 scientific papers. She is author and co-author of 25 geological open-file reports and of the Mineral Resources Maps of Mongolia at the Scale of 1:3,200,000 and 1:1,000,000.

She participated in the Russian - Mongolian joint project "Geological and Mineral Resources Map of the joint border part of Russia and Mongolia at the scale of 1:1,000,000" in 1993 - 1995, and in the Japanese technical cooperation project "Research in exploration and development of Mineral Resources in Mongolia" in 1993 - 1996. She is one of the leading participants from Mongolia in the "International Project on Mineral Resources, Metallogenesis and Tectonics of North East Asia" that is being conducted by the U.S. Geological Survey.
