GUIDELINES FOR ABSTRACTS

Abstracts will be accepted in electronic form as a Microsoft Word file. The file may be sent on a 3.5 inch diskette, or as an attachment by e-mail. In addition, two (2) hard copies on white paper must be sent by mail (not fax) (in case there are problems with the electronic versions). The hard copies are also needed for distribution to referees.

Abstracts should be no more than 3 pages (if you print on A4 size paper) (including illustrations – figures and gray-tone photographs, tables and references, and the short annotation of no more than 30 words). All margins are 2.5 cm. The abstract languages are Russian and English.

The abstract should be typed as shown here (Times New Roman, 12 point): Title (Times New Roman, 14 point, in bold capital letters). Authors (only the first letter of the family name in capital letters). Each author’s name should be followed by his/her affiliation between parentheses, italicized, without addresses. An e-mail address may be included with the affiliation if desired. Leave one line blank after the authors’ block. Text should be single-spaced.

On the hard copy indicate underneath the abstract the preferred form of presentation (Oral/Poster) and the mailing address and telephone/fax/e-mail of the communicating author.
