P.V. Koval, short CV

Dr. Pavel V. Koval is the Head of Applied Geochemistry Department, Vinogradov Institute of Geochemistry, Siberian Branch of Russian Academy of Sciences, Irkutsk (1989 - present) and associated with the Geological Faculty of the Irkutsk State Technical University, Irkutsk as a Professor. He is a voting member of the Association of Exploration Geochemists and a Member of Editorial Board of International Journal “GEOCHEMISTRY: Exploration, Environment, Analysis”. Pavel obtained PhD degree from IGEM, Moscow (rare metal albite granites) and DSc from Vinogradov Institute of Geochemistry, Irkutsk (granitoids and related metallogeny, Mongolia and Siberia). As a member of the Joint Soviet-Mongolian Expedition of Academies of the USSR and MPR, he has spent 20 years to study magmatic rocks and related metallogeny in Mongolia, has discovered some principal mineral occurrences (Cu-Mo porphyry Bayan-Ula, Nb-Ta Boro-Khudzhyryin, ongonite in the Khangai) as well as famous petroglyphs in the Chulutuin-Gol. These results were partly used to perform jointly with British Geological Survey the INTAS Project A-92-4 «Computer Modeling of Granites in Orogenic Belts: the Petrogenesis and Metallogenesis of Mesozoic granites of the Mongol-Okhotsk zone , Russia and Mongolia» (1994 -97),  where Dr. Koval was the Russian team leader.
